Benefits

· In 2007 the Department of Psychology established a Graduate Minor in Quantitative Psychology.

· Added quantitative expertise on campus with the establishment of the School of Public Health (Biostatistics unit). 

· Strategic priority of Kent State University to become a nationally prominent research university.
